Key Framing Questions

What is the community perception of “End of AIDS?”

e The phrasing “End of AIDS” promotes stigma.

» In some communities there is a perception that the state has achieved the “End of AIDS” -
making it no longer a priority.

e [In some communities the “End of AIDS” is being confused with having an available vaccine
or having an undetectable viral load.

e To achieve the “End of AIDS”, HIV can not be regarded as “just another chronic disease”.

e Community members are concerned that the End of AIDS will not protect or address the
needs of individuals living with HIV/AIDS.

e To achieve the “End of AIDS” policy makers must identify and remove NYS laws that
promote the criminalization of HIV/AIDS.

«Community messaging must be sensitive and targeted to
each community/population.

eThink of community messaging as layers for each target
population.

eDevelop messaging for both high risk HIV negative and
positive persons.

e Develop effective and innovative behavioral interventions; utilize a
peer model

e Target prevention interventions to youth and seniors
e Promote sexual health education in NYS education systems
e Prioritize prevention interventions within DOCCS facilities

e Ensure prevention messages align ‘across the board’
e Prioritize human rights at the forefront of the conversation
