e One in three seniors die of Alzheimer’s or related
dementia, making AD the sixth leading cause of
death in the United States.

o In 2022, the cost of health and long-term care in the
US for people with ADRD is estimated to total $321
billion, with an additional $271.6 billion attributed to
unpaid caregiving by family and friends.

The impact of ADRD in New York State:

e Sixty percent of caregivers of people living with
ADRD were employed while providing care, with
57% of those caregivers reporting an inability to
maintain regular work schedules.

o 410,000 New Yorkers are 65+ and living with
Alzheimer’s disease (AD).

o By 2025, NYS is projected to experience a 12.2%
increase in people 65 years and older living with AD,
meaning a projected 460,000 New Yorkers needing
care for AD.

o Fifty-five percent of primary care providers believe
that there are not enough dementia care specialists
to care for the growing number of people with

e Medicaid costs are projected to increase 15.6% to ADRD.
