[bookmark: _GoBack]RFA RE-OPENING FOR APPLICATION SUBMISSION UNDER RFA # 15-04100252

The period for application submission under RFA #15-04100252 will be re-opened to accept applications from August 11, 2015 to September 1, 2015.    

RFA 15-04100252 announced the availability of funds under the Capital Restructuring Financing Program (CRFP).    This funding opportunity was originally issued in November 2014 as RFA#14-10100351, and was withdrawn and subsequently re-issued as RFA #15-04100252 in April 2015 due to material changes in the Public Health Law governing the CRFP. 

Stage 1 reviews of the applications submitted to RFA #15-04100252 resulted in a high rate of disqualifications for technical and process-related requirements such that the primary statutory intent of the CRFP, which is to facilitate the statewide implementation of DSRIP, would be at risk of not being achieved if this situation were not addressed.  Accordingly, the Department is re-opening this procurement opportunity to allow any eligible entity to submit or resubmit a proposal.   

1) Applicants who received a disqualification letter on or about June 29, 2015 MUST resubmit their proposal during this time period in order to be considered for funding.  This will be required of all disqualified applicants, including those that responded to the original disqualification letter or the subsequent follow-up letter from the Department with appeal information.  It is the applicant’s responsibility to take any steps necessary to remedy the situation that prevented their application from qualifying in Stage 1 (Pass/Fail) review.  The requirements of the solicitation will remain unchanged and all applications received during this re-opening of the RFA will be subject to the Stage 1 (Pass/Fail) review process.  There have been no changes to the application form or attachments.    

2) Existing qualified applications previously received in the Department on or before May 6, 2015 will advance to Stage 2 (Qualitative) review during this time.  These applicants, identified as those who did not receive a disqualification letter from the Department on or about June 29, 2015, may elect to resubmit their proposals with revisions to replace the proposal currently under review.  If an applicant chooses to resubmit, please indicate on the technical cover page that it is a resubmission of a previous application.  If no changes to the existing application are desired, NO ACTION should be taken by these applicants.  The previously qualified applications received by the Department on or before May 6, 2015 will remain in Stage 2 review.

3) New applications (i.e., those not previously submitted in any form in response to RFA # 15-04100252) may also be submitted during this 21 day re-opening period. 

4) PPS Leads with new Process A applications must also resubmit a revised Process A Cover Summary Form (Attachment 1) by the due date specified above.  Please include the legal applicant name on this form and CRFP Project Name from the application cover form so that the subject application can be readily identified. 

For purposes of determining regional proportionality, any new project applications received will be designated as either “New York City” (NYC) or “Rest of State” (ROS) and such designation shall refer to the physical location of the project for which funding is being requested.  NYC is defined as the counties of Bronx, Kings, New York, Queens and Richmond.  The total non-duplicated value of funds requested for projects in NYC and ROS from applications submitted previously in response to RFA #15-04100252 and in response the re-opening of the RFA pursuant to this notification will establish the proportional split of funds available to be awarded for projects in each of these two regions.  To the extent practicable and subject to the reserved rights of the Commissioner of Health and President of the Dormitory Authority of the State of New York under this RFA, projects will be awarded funds based on their financial and technical performance scores relative to other projects in their region (i.e., NYC projects will compete for funding with other NYC projects and ROS projects will compete with other ROS projects).   

The Commissioner and President may declare ineligible for funding an individual application and/or a group of applications submitted by a PPS lead if, in the sole determination of the Commissioner and President, there is evidence (which may include a review of applications submitted under RFA #14-10100351 or in response to the re-opening of the RFA pursuant to this notification) that an applicant or PPS lead has attempted to unduly impact regional proportionality of project applications submitted pursuant to this RFA.

There will be no bidders’ conference for respondents related to the re-opening of this RFA.  Interested parties should refer to the Q&A document for RFA #14-10100351, which can be found at

Please note: Answers referring to the application’s submission due date should now read September 1, 2015. Answers referring to a statewide distributions of funds should now reflect the New York City / Rest of State allocation methodology described above.

Suggestions of Note:

1) All applicants classified as not-for-profit organizations must adhere to all Grants Gateway prequalification requirements as directed in Section IV (G) of the RFA.  If your organization is classified as not-for-profit and you are submitting or resubmitting an application in response to this RFA, ensure that your organization has a prequalified status in the Grants Gateway on the due date of this RFA.

2) Applicants should refer to the checklists (Attachments 3 and 7) for the elements of a complete proposal.  Note: The financial Proposal checklist in attachment 7 should include the Minority and Women Owned Business Enterprise Form (Attachment 11).

3) Applicants should submit for each technical proposal a corresponding financial proposal.  Applications without a 1:1 ratio of technical to financial proposal will be disqualified. 

4) All applicants seeking CRFP funding must be deemed an eligible provider or licensed practitioner of New York State.  All applicants should submit proof of eligibility (Valid Operating Certificate, Physician’s Valid & Active License, etc…) as part of their Technical Proposal.
