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NYSDOH STATEWIDE MOSQUITO-BORNE DISEASE
ACTIVITY REPORT
August 22, 2023
The New York State Department of Health (NYSDOH) collects, compiles, and analyzes information on mosquito-borne
disease activity in New York State (NYS) and produces this weekly report. Data in this report reflects testing performed by
both NYSDOH’s Wadsworth Center Laboratories (WC) and the New York City Department of Health and Mental Hygiene’s
(NYCDOHMH) Public Health Laboratory (PHL).

o 39 WNV-positive mosquito pools' have been identified in NYS, outside of NYC?. (Erie 4, Nassau 6,
Rockland 10, Suffolk 19)
o WNV-positive mosquito pools have been reported from all 5 NYC counties.
o 0 human cases of WNV infection have been reported, outside of NYC.
o 0 equine cases of WNV infection have been reported.
o 0 presumptive viremic donors3 have been reported, outside of NYC.

Zika Virus (ZIKV):
o Aedes albopictus has been identified in 4 counties outside of NYC. Aedes aegypti has not been identified
anywhere in the state.

o 0 human cases of ZIKV infection have been reported to NYSDOH. No cases of local mosquito-borne
transmission* (LMBT) have been identified.
Chikungunya Virus (CHIKV), Dengue Virus (DENV), and Malaria®:
o 0 human cases of CHIKV infection have been reported to NYSDOH. 0 cases of LMBT have been identified.
o 4 human cases of DENV infection have been reported to NYSDOH. 0 cases of LMBT have been identified.
o 2 human cases of malaria infection have been reported to NYSDOH. 0 cases of LMBT have been identified.

Some PVDs develop symptoms after
donation, at which point they would be included in the count of human cases by their state.

4 Local mosquito-borne transmission is defined by the absence of the following epidemiological risk factors: recent travel to a country or region with known active
ZIKV transmission OR sexual contact with a recent traveler from these areas; recent blood transfusion; recent laboratory exposure to ZIKV; or mother-to-child
transmission during pregnancy. NYCDOHMH directly reports human cases of ZIKv infection to CDC.
